In 1954, the LSU Reveille reported that of six major southern universities, LSU had the smallest and oldest library. In 1955, final plans were drawn up for the new library to be constructed in the north quadrangle. On September 12, 1958, the Hill Memorial Library opened its doors. Approximately 600,000 volumes and two million archival and manuscript items were moved into the newly completed library. William Shakespeare was born on April 23, 1564, in Stratford-on-Avon. The son of John Shakespeare and Mary Arden, he was most likely educated at the King Edward IV Grammar School in Stratford, where he learned Latin and a little Greek and read the Roman dramatists. At eighteen he married Anne Hathaway, a woman seven or eight years his senior. Together they raised two daughters: Susanna, who was born in 1583 and Judith (whose twin brother died in boyhood), born in 1585.
